the case and all speakers should refrain from comments based on personalities. 





It 
is not what we like to do but it can happen and I do apologize for it.     
 
Member Derosier stated I don’t think it is major issue however I am wondering that building is offset 
a little bit by the way the lot is set.    I hate to think that when they looked at where the others were 
and supposed to be that they did it by looking down the line as opposed to measuring it.    Mr. Jones 
stated no sir, they measured.    Member Derosier stated if they measured it, they would have seen 
it.    So it kind of indicates that they might have been a little lax because you know you put one in 
and you do the next one.    Mr. Jones stated no sir, the reason this happened is they pulled off of this 
line here and they made a mistake.    It was a mistake that was made and none of the others matter 
of  fact,  we  have  another  one  in  there  on  Lot  4,  the  home  that  was  built  next  to  it,  not  by  us, 
encroached into our lot and the lot had to be replatted.    So we had to push that one back quite a 
ways so we could reach our side build lines on that lot.    We are very cognitive of what we are doing 
but just every once in a while we do make a mistake.    Member Derosier stated I have no problem 
with people making mistakes.    I made a lot of them.    I just wanted to make sure in the future they 
actually are doing the measurements because there are a lot of lots and I assume you are building 
on them.    Mr. Jones stated yes all but one.    I think there is one lot left there that we don’t own 
and we probably will own that before long. 
 
Chairman Freiberg asked are there any other city easements that come into play here.    Mr. Knauf 
stated no.    Chairman  Freiberg  stated  so what  you  are  after  is  that we  remove  a  cloud.    There 
would be a cloud if we don’t do something about it.    Mr. Jones stated right, it just would approve a 
variance that way it can be closed and it won’t be an issue for future title issues if this house ever 
sells.    Chairman Freiberg stated right,  it would never get  the title  the way  it  is now.    Mr.  Jones 
stated correct.

The former building owned by the Orange Community Theater located at 708 Division Avenue 
encroaches into the street right-of-way by one-and-a-half feet (1.5’).  Orange County Appraisal District 
shows that his building was constructed in 1970.   

The Orange Community Theater has moved to the old movie theater located on Bowling Lane.  Before 
any prospective buyer of the property at 708 Division Avenue can gain title to the property without any 
“clouds” hanging over the property, a variance to allow the building to encroach onto the right-of-way 
would have to be granted by the Board of Adjustment. 

The Board will need to conduct a public hearing prior to making any decision on whether or not to grant 
the variance.  Letters were sent to property owners within three hundred feet (300’) of the subject 
property to let those property owners know about the public hearing.  Also, the public hearing was 
advertised in the Orange Leader at least fifteen (15) days prior to the public hearing.
